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The Department of Assistive and Rehabilitative Services (DARS) Medicaid Infrastructure Grant (MIG) program, in collaboration with the Texas Health and Human Services Commission, is developing the infrastructure for a comprehensive system of competitive employment support for persons with disabilities.  
Primary first year MIG objectives:  
· Through education and outreach, increase enrollment in Medicaid Buy-In (MBI) by supporting implementation of statewide MBI program.

· Conduct mapping and analysis of public and private system resources available to assist people with disabilities. Develop and implement tracking system of disabled individuals using the workforce system, conduct gap analysis for future strategic plans. 

· Increase partner collaboration. Implement tracking model for users of VR and One-Stop workforce systems. Develop training materials, resource guide of programs for people with disabilities, cross-train on MBI. Create MIG Task Force/convene meetings to enhance information gathering, use of state resources, and emphasize partner collaboration.  

· Facilitate establishment of informed consumer base. Develop and market media products informing consumers about employment and MBI.  Develop statewide resource guide to assist consumers navigate through range of services at state and local levels. 

· Facilitate establishment of informed employer base. To increase system utilization, focus efforts on system capabilities and examination of baseline use data, as well as development of institutional knowledge. 
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
